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Introduction

The T1.227 ALocationAccessHours attribute is used to allow CMIP Managers to specify the specific hours for each day of the week during which access to the A location is available. 
 
Currently, the following usage of the ALocationAccessHours attribute is defined in all JIAs (Joint Implementation Agreements) between CMIP Managers and QWEST:

QWEST requires a week mask with current day set to a valid value and hours defaulted to between 0:00 and 23:59. QWEST will disregard any A Location Access Hours provided by the Manager and assume the default values of current day and 0:00-23:59 for hours. The current OSS generated commitment time based on the current service condition (Affecting Service or Out of Service) is returned. Arranging premises access due to access restrictions is a manual process.

This technical specification will describe how the usage of the ALocationAccessHours attribute can be extended to specify a four hour appointment for POTS trouble reports that require dispatch.

Proposed Implementation

If a CMIP Manager wishes to specify a four hour appointment for POTS trouble reports that require dispatch, the appointment can be specified within the ALocationAccessHours attribute in the following manner:

· Set the Sunday bit to 1 in the daysOfWeek bit field. 

Note: All other day settings will be ignored.

· In the IntervalsOfDay field, specify the access times:

· Set intervalStart to the start time for the appointment.

· Set intervalEnd  to the end time for the appointment.

Note: The start and end times should be entered in the format that the CMIP user is accustomed (i.e. local or GMT format). 

Here’s an example of the how the ALocationAccessHours can be used to specify a 9:00am to 1:00pm (local time format) appointment:
