Description

Line Class Code (LCC) screening enables control over the types of calls individual lines can make or receive.  Each line requires an LCC. It is not necessary for each line to have the same LCC. 

The tables below are separated and labeled for the following Centrex products:

· Centrex 21 
· Centrex Plus 
· Centron 
· Centrex Prime 
The tables are provided for informational purposes only and are a sampling of the most commonly used LCCs for each of the products.  The appearance of an LCC in one of the tables does not mean that it is available to be assigned to your Centrex accounts. Centrex 21

Blocking Terms

Definitions of common blocking terms used with Centrex 21 service for both incoming and outgoing calls are as follows:

Incoming Calls

· Non-Restricted - No restrictions are placed on the line, may receive all incoming calls. 

· Fully Restricted - Can receive all incoming local calls, all incoming toll calls will be blocked.

Outgoing Calls

· Non-Restricted - No restrictions are placed on the line, may place calls to any destination. 

· Fully Restricted - Can place outgoing local calls, but can not place outgoing toll calls. 

· Toll Restricted - Can place outgoing local calls, can not dial any 1+ or 0+ calls. 

· Enhanced Toll Restricted - Can place outgoing local calls, can not dial 1+ call, and can dial 0+, 1+800, and 1+950. 

· Block various destinations - Can place toll calls, but, as specified for the particular LCC to use, Directory Assistance (DA) and/or 900/976/960 destinations will be blocked.

900/976/960 (Pay per call restriction)

This type of blocking is part of Centrex 21 pricing. No additional USOCs are applicable.

CustomNet

When converting from a business line with CustomNet to Centrex 21 with a CustomNet type of blocking, the CustomNet billing USOC is used on the service order; however, the Centrex 21 LCC should be used instead of the CustomNet LCC.

In the 5ESS switch, the Terminal Station Restriction (TGS) is required in addition to the LCC.  The /TGS indicator is required on every main station line in the 5ESS central office switch type. The /TGS allows or restricts access to and from the network, whereas the LCC allows further restrictions such as toll and DA.

· The FID /TGS is followed by *TG (Terminal Group) plus restriction elements, e.g. /TGS *TGXXX 

· The /TGS identifies a terminal as a member of a terminal group
· Additional data is: *TG(1)(2)(3) (See tables below for valid values for (1), (2), and (3))
