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EEL or LMC Conversion to Unbundled Local Loop (UBL)


Enhanced Extended Loop (EEL) or Loop Mux Combination (LMC) Conversion to Unbundled Local Loop (UBL)
To convert your existing EEL or LMC to UBL, the conversion must: 

· Be like for like facilities, e.g., DS1 EEL to Unbundled Local Loop DS1 Capable Loop

· Originate at your Collocation site in the serving Central Office (CO)
· Terminate at the end-user premises

The conversion of your EEL or LMC to UBL requires a redesign of the circuit.  This conversion may create a disruption of service to your end-user.  Coordinated installation option is recommended to minimize impacts.
The intervals will be consistent with the type of loop you are converting to, e.g., EEL DS1 to Unbundled Local Loop DS1 Capable Loop Pricing, your provisioning interval would be for DS1 Capable Loop.  The provisioning intervals for conversion from EEL or LMC to UBL are located in the Service Interval Guide (SIG) at http://www.centurylink.com/wholesale/guides/sig/index.html.
The table below identifies the existing EEL to UBL conversion LSR specific requirements:

	Must have a unique PON number ending in “EEL2UBL” for an EEL conversion or “LMC2UBL” for an LMC conversion to UBL.

	AB for Loop only, BB for Loop with Number Portability

	ACT
	V – Conversion as Specified, DL form required for listing changes.

	V

	AN
	AN is not required, however, if provided must be CenturyLink SBN or placeholder.

	CFA
	CFA to be used for the Unbundled Loop service.  The outgoing EEL or LMC CFA should be noted in the RMKS section.

	MAN IND
	MAN IND=Y

	ECCKT
	Must be BLANK

	RMKS
	Should include the following:

· EEL = “EEL to UBL conversion”

· LMC = “LMC to UBL conversion”

· Circuit ID of the EEL or LMC
· CFA of the outgoing EEL or LMC
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
