Unbundled Dark Fiber - Field Verification Quote Preparation Form

The Field Verification Quote Preparation is only required for the following request types: IOF Splice Point, Loop Structure, Loop Splice Point and Sub-Loop Splice Point.

The fields on the FVQP form are explained below and correspond to the numbers on the example.
1. BAN: Required the Billing Account Number assigned to the IRI (Initial Records Inquiry).   

2. CLEC’s authorized agent requesting this FVQP Name: Required CLEC’s employee authorizing request and Date: Date authorized.
3. CLEC Name: Required entry to designate CLEC company name. 

4. Date Submitted: Required entry to identify when the request the service was submitted (This date is when a complete and accurate request is received).

5. Contact Name: Required entry to designate CLEC contact for questions and response.

6. ACNA: Required entry Access Customer Name Abbreviation.
7. Telephone Number: Required entry to identify where the contact can be reached.

8. Fax: Entry to identify where the request response is to be faxed if requested.

9. Email:  CLEC contact email where response to be returned.

10. Billing Address: Required entry to identify where the bill is to be mailed including Street Address, Room or Suite number, City, State and Zip Code.
11. Was an IRI submitted for this request?: Required entry to indicate whether an IRI was processed for this request.

12. Were the Fiber Data Reports verified?: Required entry if No is checked on NO. 11, if no IRI was processed the Fiber Data Reports must be checked for fiber availability.

13. Fiber Report Verified by: Required if No. 12 is Yes.

14. Date Verified: Required if 13 filled in.

15. Does contract include pair reservation: Required is reservation language included in the CLEC’s contract? Yes or No. 
16. Is reservation requested? Required if the contract includes reservation language to indicate if reservation is being requested on this request.
17. Length of Reservation: Required if Reservation requested indicate the length of reservation.

18. Remarks: Any additional information.
19. Number of Fibers Requested: Required entry to identify if single strand or Pair requested & total number of fibers 

        (i.e. Single Strand___1__ Pair ___1____ Total Number of Fibers Requested ____3_____(1 pair = 2 fibers).

20. IOF Splice Point/Loop Structure/Loop Splice point/Sub-Loop Splice Point: Required entry to identify type of UDF requested.

21. Important – A legible detailed map or drawing is required when Splice Point is selected  -- A map or drawing must be submitted when requesting IOF Splice Point or Sub-Loop Splice Point.
22. Single/ Multi Mode: Required entry (see definitions).

23. Location A CLLI: Required entry Common Language Location Identification for A (first location) See definitions. 
24. Location Z CLLI: Required entry Common Language Location Identification for Z (terminating location).
25. Street Address: Required entry for Location A includes city, state & Zip.

26. Street Address: Required entry for Location Z includes city, state & Zip.

27. Remarks: any other information to define request.

28. Billing: Payment of Initial Inquiry must be received before FVQP will be processed, verify with billing center that payment has been received. 

29. Submit completed form to CenturyLink at: Email address to submit all UDF Requests.

	FVQP/Field 18
	Single Mode Fiber
	Single mode fiber:

· Transmits only one light wave along the core

· Entails lower signal loss and support higher transmission rates 

· Are most often for use on the public network

	FVQP/Field 18
	Multi Mode Fiber
	Multi mode fiber:

· Transmits many light waves

· Higher signal loss and lower transmission rates than single mode fiber

	FVQP/ Fields 19-22
	Location CLLI codes
	If the request is:

· IOF  Splice Point – A Location CLLI codes should be a CenturyLink CO Z Location Splice Point CLLI

· Loop Structure  - one CLLI code should be a central office and the other should be a CenturyLink structure: CEV, Hut, RT or CEC  

· Loop Splice Point  - one CLLI code should be a CO and the other will be Splice point location CLLI  

· Sub-Loop - there may not be a CO CLLI code, however, there should be two well defined locations or cross streets
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
