Circuit Batch Transfer of Responsibility Amendment

to the Interconnection Agreement between

Qwest Corporation dba CenturyLink QC 

and [CLEC]
for the State of____________
This is an Amendment (“Amendment”) to the Interconnection Agreement between Qwest Corporation dba CenturyLink QC (“CenturyLink”), a Colorado corporation, and [CLEC] (“CLEC”).  CenturyLink and CLEC shall be known jointly as the “Parties”. 

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the Parties entered into an Interconnection Agreement (“Agreement”) which was approved by the Commission; and 

NOTE:  USE THE FOLLOWING RECITAL, IN PLACE OF THE ONE ABOVE, IF CLEC OPTED INTO ANOTHER CLEC’S AGREEMENT IN THE STATE OF WASHINGTON.
WHEREAS, the Parties entered into an Interconnection Agreement (“Agreement”) for service in the state of Washington which was allowed to go into effect by the Washington Utilities and Transportation Commission (“Commission”); and
WHEREAS, the Parties wish to amend the Agreement further under the terms and conditions contained herein.

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual terms, covenants and conditions contained in this Amendment and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, the Parties agree as follows:

Amendment Terms

The Agreement is hereby amended by adding terms, conditions and rates for Circuit Batch Transfers of Responsibility as set forth in Attachment 1 and Exhibit A to this Amendment, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.

Effective Date
This Amendment shall be deemed effective upon approval by the Commission; however, the Parties may agree to implement the provisions of this Amendment upon execution.  To accommodate this need, CLEC must generate, if necessary, an updated Customer Questionnaire.  In addition to the Questionnaire, all system updates will need to be completed by CenturyLink.  CLEC will be notified when all system changes have been made.  Actual order processing may begin once these requirements have been met.  Additionally, CenturyLink shall implement any necessary billing changes within two (2) billing cycles after the latest execution date of this Amendment, with a true-up back to the latest execution date of this Amendment by the end of the second billing cycle. The Parties agree that so long as CenturyLink implements the billing changes and the true-up as set forth above, the CLEC's bills shall be deemed accurate and adjusted without error.
Further Amendments

Except as modified herein, the provisions of the Agreement shall remain in full force and effect. 
The provisions of this Amendment, including the provisions of this sentence, may not be amended, modified or supplemented, and waivers or consents to departures from the provisions of this Amendment may not be given without the written consent thereto by both Parties' authorized representative.  No waiver by any Party of any default, misrepresentation, or breach of warranty or covenant hereunder, whether intentional or not, will be deemed to extend to any prior or subsequent default, misrepresentation, or breach of warranty or covenant hereunder or affect in any way any rights arising by virtue of any prior or subsequent such occurrence.
Entire Agreement

The Agreement as amended (including the documents referred to herein) constitutes the full and entire understanding and agreement between the Parties with regard to the subjects of the Agreement as amended and supersedes any prior understandings, agreements, or representations by or between the Parties, written or oral, to the extent they relate in any way to the subjects of the Agreement as amended.

The Parties intending to be legally bound have executed this Amendment as of the dates set forth below, in multiple counterparts, each of which is deemed an original, but all of which shall constitute one and the same instrument.
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ATTACHMENT 1

Circuit Batch Transfer of Responsibility

1.
Description

1.1
A Transfer of Responsibility (ToR) is required in order to change the CLEC ownership entity identification for the Collocation and all working subtending circuits. A Circuit Batch Transfer of Responsibility (Circuit Batch ToR) offers CLECs the ability to order a ToR of all subtending circuits connected to the Collocation in a bulk format. Instead of placing individual ASRs/LSRs, the CLEC may submit their transfer requests of 200 or more subtending circuits (defined as a “Batch”) via a Transfer of Responsibility Circuit Batch Spreadsheet(s) instead.  
2.
Terms and Conditions

2.1
Standard Collocation Transfer of Responsibility terms, conditions and rates must be included in CLEC’s existing ICA and used to transfer a Collocation site(s).  

2.2
A minimum of 200 circuits per collocation site (CLLI/ACTL) is required in order to qualify for a Circuit Batch ToR.
2.3
The Circuit Batch ToR process is valid only for the transfer of subtending circuits.  
2.4
Each Collocation Site (CLLI/ACTL) is a separate ToR Project.

2.5
Each ToR Project will be evaluated when submitted to determine if it meets the criteria for the Circuit Batch ToR process.

2.6
All work in progress related to the Collocation Site and/or any subtending circuits must be completed or canceled by the vacating CLEC prior to quote acceptance.  Submission of new connect, change, and disconnect orders will be restricted from the time of quote acceptance of the Circuit Batch ToR application until the Circuit Batch Transfer of the working circuits is complete. 

2.7
The effective bill date assigned to each spreadsheet in the Circuit Batch ToR project will be the date billing changes from the vacating CLEC to the assuming CLEC. With the Circuit Batch ToR process, the billing change over date is based upon the submit date of the spreadsheet and the product’s standard interval.

Rate Elements

3.1
Nonrecurring Charges - The Circuit Batch ToR Charges (per circuit transferred), as referenced in Exhibit A, will apply.

In addition to the Circuit Batch ToR Charge, Collocation ToR NRCs apply.

Ordering
4.1
The Collocation Transfer of Responsibility Application form must be completed with the required information regarding both the vacating and the assuming CLEC.
4.2
A Circuit Batch Transfer of Responsibility Spreadsheet must be submitted in order to obtain a Circuit Batch ToR.

The Transfer of Responsibility Circuit Batch Process is located in the ordering section of the Collocation-Transfer of Responsibility Circuit Batch Overview Business Procedure.   
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
