The documents CenturyLink posted for review do not provide the details CLECs need to confirm there will be no loss of functionality during the IMA to EASE transition; or to calculate operational impacts and training needed to support this change. The 2016/2017 event differs significantly from the current proposal.  Our former plans regarded the replacement of the IMA system in addition to the removal of the CRIS billing system.  The current approach re-utilizes the IMA processing structure in the back-end and only modifies front-end platforms. This eliminates a customer’s need to manage order processing through two distinct systems.   In contrast to the 2016/2017 event, the current plan does not generate billing implications, nor does it remove the IMA system from back-end processing.

In response to your request, CenturyLink agrees to add two weeks to the comment period for Allstream. Subsequent dates will not be impacted at this time. We have requests from other parties to begin testing soon.
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
